Columbia River Maritime Museum 

State Archaeologist Dr. Dennis Griffin presents:  
 

The Archaeology of Shipwrecks: Plotting a course 
between the publicôs interest  
in shipwrecks and treasure trove.  
 
Who hasnôt dreamed of stumbling upon the re-
mains of a long buried shipwreck or a map to  
a sunken shipwreck with Spanish gold? Since the 
arrival of the first Euro -Americans to the  
Oregon coast, knowledge of shipwrecks or re-
ports of buried treasure have attracted the  
attention of the public.  
 
State Archaeologist Dr. Dennis Griffinôs archaeo-
logical expertise includes extensive research  
throughout the Pacific Northwest and Alaska with 
an emphasis on oral history, land use history  
and tribal collaborative projects. His shipwreck 
experience is highlighted by his recent  
involvement with the discovery of two carronades 
on the beach at Arch Cape, thought to be  
from the 1846 wreck of the USS Shark, and the 
active maintenance of a database of known  
shipwrecks for the State.  
 
This presentation will outline the growth in inter-
est in shipwrecks along the Oregon coast.  
Dr. Griffin will also share the excitement of his 
experiences in the discovery of the two carron-
ades  
near Arch Cape, the recent increase in shipwreck 
sightings along the stateôs coastline,  
and the implications these finds have for archae-
ology in Oregon. Griffinôs presentation will  
include many shipwrecks including the appear-
ance of Spanish galleons off the coast to the  

many shipwrecks that have surfaced recently .
