Blessing of the Fleet

At approx. 8:00 am on Saturday, May 9th,

2009 the US Army Reserve, LSV -3 (Logistics Sup-
port Vessel) GEN Brehon C. Somervell, arrived at
the 17th  Street Pier. This vessel is based out of
Pier 23, at the Port of Tacoma. The vessel master
is CW4 David "Scott" Carpenter, co  -owner of the
Olson 30, "wildfire", and a Astoria Yacht Club mem-
ber. The LSV -3 had a crew of 34, serving as engi-
neers and deck personnel. When not conducting
missions and training  for the army reserve, CW4
Carpenter works for the United States Postal Ser-

vice, here in Astoria. The LSV -3 has a length of 272
feet, a 60 foot beam, and a 12 foot draft. The dis-
placement unloaded is 1,612 tons, and 4,199 tons
loaded. There is 10,500 ft of cargo area, and she

will travel at 10 knots. The LSV's transport combat
vehicles and sustainment cargo worldwide, moving
troops and equipment along coasts and rivers, and
participating in logistics  -over -the shore opera-
tions. The ships proved their value and versatility

in the first Gulf War, during extended operations in

the Pacific and Far East, and during combat and
humanitarian -aid missions. The vessel was open
during the blessing of the fleet at 1:00 PM, and

all were welcome to come aboard to watch. Tours
of the vessel, were from noon to Five PM. After the
tours, members of the crew joined the yacht club
members for the BBQ and Dedication of the club-
house. They give their thanks for the wonderful

food, and hospitality. The vessel departed Astoria,
at approximately 10:00 am on Sunday, May 10th,

2009. During the past year, Scott took a Large Tug
from Virginia, through the Panama Canal to Yoko-
hama Japan. Was the skipper on a smaller landing
craft, LCU 2025 that along with the Army Dive

Teams, recovered derelict fishing nets in the Puget
Sound. For this mission, he was awarded the Coast
Guard Special Operations Service Ribbon. And,
starting this summer he will be taking a landing

craft up to Alaska, the Yup'ik villagers of Newlok,
Alaska live on the Ninglick River. Newlok has less
than 10 years before the land area has been

eroded away by the Ninglick River as the river

changes it's course. The tribal council decided to

move the village to a new location approximately 9
miles further inland and on the opposite side of the
river. This project has an estimated coast of
80000000 which will result in 350 villagers from

Newtok to Mertavik.
