First Quarter

 First Quarter ending Membership and Financial standings are as follows — 125 
Family Memberships, and one International Honorary Memberships held; Balances for 
Checking funds are $2,509.61, and a Savings total of $10,277.50 
 
 Year Prior’s First Quarter ending standings for comparison were 112 Family Mem-
berships, and a Checking Balance of $887.30 and a Savings total of $6,651.37. 
  
 Current figures reflect, for Membership, a steady growth, and for finances, an end—
of—year transfer of $2,688 from Checking to Savings, and 2009 expenditures of $1,100 to 
restock Ships Stores Sales items, and a $675 upgrade to the Club utility boat.. 

COLUMBIA RIVER MARITIME MUSEUM—HIGHLIGHTS 
 
 WANTED:   Sea Monster Stories!  -  The Columbia River Maritime Museum’s Education Department is on 
the lookout for stories about our area’s beloved Sea Monsters, Colossal Claude and Marvin the Monster.  If you’re 
a lifelong resident of the North Coast, then you know what we are talking about.   
 Colossal Claude was first sighted by the crew of the Lightship Columbia back in 1934; the Mate of the 
Lightship described it as 40 feet long, with an eight foot long neck attached to an ―evil snaky looking head‖ and a 
―mean looking tail.‖  The Captain of the Schooner Arpo said he got a face to face look at Claude and described him 
like this:  ―His head was like a camel’s and his fur was coarse and gray.  He had glassy eyes and a bent snout that 
he got from pushing a 20 foot halibut off our lines and into his mouth!‖  Unfortunately, Claude has not been spotted 
since the mid 1950s. 
    Marvin the Monster was caught on tape when Shell Oil was exploring the area for oil in 1963.  Marvin 
looked to be 15 feet long with barnacled ridges along his body and swam in a ―corkscrew fashion in water about 
180 feet in depth.‖ The tape was studied by the country’s leading marine biologists, most with differing opinions on 
what Marvin was. To some he was a sea jelly, yet to others Marvin was a creature left over from prehistoric times.
